For the purpose 
of providing any benefits available to you as prescribed by law, as well as fulfilling the duties and 
responsibilities of our office, certain personal information from you and your dependants must be 
obtained. Social security numbers and benefits information are not subject to Florida’s public record 
laws and cannot be released, beyond the scope of the law, without a court ordered subpoena.
